There will also be time for optional activities such as taking a scenic
helicopter or fixed wing flight to view hanging glaciers and rivers of moving
ice.

You will then continue through this windswept plateau of rolling tussock
country, via the townships of Fairlie and Geraldine to today’s destination of
Terrace Downs High Country Resort.
